In 2004, the New Museum founded this exhibition series, together with the Museum of
Contemporary Art in Chicago, and the Hammer Museum in Los Angeles, to jointly commission,
exhibit, and acquire important works of contemporary art by artists whose work has not yet
received significant recognition. The partnership, now in its second cycle, involves four
new commissions presented simultaneously at the New Museum by the following artists:
London-born and -based artist Jeremy Deller, whose practice includes orchestrated events,
films, and publications; San Francisco-born, London-based filmmaker Daria Martin;
Vienna-born, Los Angeles-based video and installation artist Mathias Poledna; and

Urban China, a multidisciplinary magazine collective based in Beijing, Guangzhou, and Shanghai.
Daria Martin and Mathias Poledna’s works will be on view from January 28—March 8, 2009;
and Jeremy Deller and Urban China’s works will be on view from February 11-March 22, 2009.

“The Generational: Younger Than Jesus”

The New Museum will continue its thirty-year mission of exploring new art and new ideas

by launching a major recurring triennial that will explore the state of art at the hands of a new
generation. This signature initiative will be the first regular international exhibition in New York City
devoted to emerging artists from around the world, providing an important platform for a new
generation of artists who are shaping the current discourse of contemporary art and the future

of global culture. The first edition of this triennial will occupy the entire New Museum building on
the Bowery. Focused exclusively on work by artists who are under the age of thirty-three years old,
the exhibition is organized by New Museum curators Lauren Cornell, Executive Director of Rhizome
and Adjunct Curator; Massimiliano Gioni, Director of Special Exhibitions; and Laura Hoptman,
Kraus Family Senior Curator. The third- and fourth-floor galleries will be open March 25-June 14.
The lobby and second floor galleries will be open April 8-June 14.
