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TOBY DEVAN LEWIS NAMES NEW MUSEUM DIRECTORSHIP
WITH CHALLENGE GIFT

New York, NY (March 30, 2007) - The
New Museum of Contemporary Art
announced today that Trustee Toby
Devan Lewis has pledged a generous
lead gift to name the Museum'’s
Directorship, and that she has made it a
challenge grant for the institution to
reach its current capital campaign goal
of $64 million. The Museum has raised
over $60 million to date. This is Ms.
Lewis' second lead campaign gift. Her
first lead gift, made in 2003, was also a
challenge grant, and it launched the
campaign to build the new New Museum
on the Bowery. With her first lead gift,
Ms. Lewis named the Museum's new top
floor event space and an Emerging

Artists Exhibitions Fund.

"Toby has been instrumental in the capital campaign from its inception, as a
Campaign Committee member, member of the Building Committee and generous
donor,"” said Saul Dennison, President of the Board of Trustees. "It is very
meaningful that Toby's new challenge will bring our campaign full circle, by
providing both the financial boost and the fundraising catalyst that will enable us to
achieve our current goal. Toby's tremendous passion for contemporary art and for
the New Museum is an inspiration to everyone involved with the institution."”

New Museum Director Lisa Phillips added, "It is a great honor for me to have an
even closer association with Toby as the Toby Devan Lewis Director. Toby is a
model citizen, enlightened benefactor, and professional curator who has a great
love of art and artists."

Toby Devan Lewis is a philanthropist, art collector, author and curator. For more
than twenty years, she amassed a collection of art works by emerging artists for the
Progressive Corporation, the nation's third largest auto insurer. This collection now
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numbers more than 6300 works and has been rated as one of the country's top
collections by Art + Auction magazine. Under her direction, the company
commissioned an artist or groups of artists each year to create works for its annual
report related to a theme important to the company. The Progressive Annual
Report has received more than 500 awards since it began these commissions in
1979, from virtually every organization, society, publication, group and association
in the fields of business, finance and visual communication, affirming Progressive's
Annual Reports as the most respected, honored and visible in the world and history
of corporate communications.

Ms. Lewis also serves on the boards of the Cleveland Museum of Contemporary
Art; ArtPace, San Antonio, TX; the Cleveland Institute of Art; ideastream; and the
Cleveland Film Society.

Ms. Lewis was educated at Skidmore College, University of Pennsylvania and
Case Western Reserve University. She is mother of a daughter and two sons, and
grandmother of two girls and one boy. She has been honored by the New
Museum, the International Association of Professional Art Advisors, and the
Cleveland Museum of Contemporary Art. She is currently writing a book on the
Progressive art collection, entitled The Progressive Collection: Three Decades of
Creativity, Vision, Honesty, and Risk (working title).
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
